As the first year progressed, it was obvious that she had talents in concept presentation, the
management of tasks and an understanding of type. In light of this her role was changed in
1999 1o that of Art Editor to allow her to focus on her strengths.

We are very grateful for the wonderful work Frances has done in her two years with
Scholastic. The recent short-listing of six titles in the NZ Post Children’s Book Awards is, in
part, a recognition of the good work she has done, as is the overall winner for 2000, The
House That Jack Built by Gavin Bishop, which was her project from roughs through editing
and paste-up, to final checking.

We are sorry to see Frances go but hope that, when her energy and verve retum, she will zZo
from strength to strength.
